underground circuit through excavations.

- Group dinner and musical show.
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Day 4: Montreal

- Guided tour of Fort Chambly National Historic Site, a strategic fort built in 1665. Tour the impressive stone fortification and take part

in interactive activities.

- Educational program at the Fur Trade at Lachine National Historic Site. Learn about Indigenous trappers, French Canadian

voyageurs and European merchants during the fur trade era.

- Farewell Dinner.
